August 26th Women's Suffrage Day  

 
In 1848 some 300 people convened at Wesleyan 
Methodist Church in Seneca Falls, NY., “to 
discuss the social, civil, and religious condition 
and rights” of women.  The convention had been 
planned just five days earlier by Elizabeth Cady 
Stanton, Lucretia Mott, and three others. After two 
days, 100 attendees signed the Declaration of 
Sentiments that declared, “...all men and women 
had been created equal.”  As well as identifying 
18 “injuries and usurpations”, it listed 11 
resolutions, including the radical demand for the 
right to vote.  Only one of these original signers 
lived long enough to cast her vote 72 years later.

Remembering State Convention 
by Arlene Powers  

 

I had the opportunity to attend a workshop given 
by the Center for Governmental Studies, titled 
“Initiatives & Referendums, Where Do We Go 
from Here?” I would like to share some of the 
highlights: 

“The Initiative began as a tool to break the hold of 
special interests’ power on Californian 
government.  Now, a century later, there is 
widespread acknowledgement that it has become 
a tool for special interests to control government 
and a very expensive and lucrative tool at that.”   

“Ballot initiatives have reshaped the lives of 
California citizens for almost 100 years, yet the 
initiative process itself has become outmoded, 
inflexible, confusing, complex, difficult for citizens 
to use and excessively dominated by money, 
concludes a new report, Democracy by Initiative: 
Shaping California’s Fourth Branch of 
Government”. 

“In an ironic twist of fate, what was once a tool of 
regular citizens to circumvent the influence of 
money has become a tool for special interests to 
try to buy favorable policy at the ballot box. “  

Some Suggestions for improving the Initiative & 
referendum process to help eliminate litigation 
after an amendment has passed include: 

 

• Proponents could amend their initiatives shortly 
after qualification, allowing them to fine-tune their 
initiatives after circulation. But the legislature 
could also amend them after enactment. In both 
cases, the amendments would have to be 
consistent with the purposes and intent of the 
original initiative proposal. 

• A mandatory legislative hearing would help 
proponents learn of potential problems with their 
proposal and resolve them. At the same time, the 
initiative’s opponents would have a forum in which 
to present their objections to the measure before 
it appears on the ballot. 

• A longer circulation period will better enable 
grassroots groups to circulate signature petitions 
with volunteer signature gatherers and help them 
avoid fees for professional circulation firms. 
Provide signatories with more information and 
increase disclosure of the initiative’s financial 
backers. 

1. Longer Circulation Period  

a. Increase the circulation period from 
150 to 365 days. 

2. Notice of Campaign Finance Disclosure 
Information Available On-line During 
Circulation Drive 

3. Improved Information in Ballot Pamphlet 

4. Simplified Petition and Ballot Descriptions 

5. Reinstatement of FCC’s Fairness Doctrine 

a. Encourage the government to 
reinstate the Federal 
Communications 

b. Commission’s fairness doctrine as 
it applies to ballot measures. 

6. Consider Limiting Campaign Expenditures 

a. Consider setting reasonable 
ceilings on campaign expenditures. 

The Center for Governmental Studies feels these 
recommendations and many others would both 
improve the way laws are enacted and help to 
restore public confidence in the initiative and 
legislative processes. For more information visit

OBSERVER CORPS REPORT 
Nacimiento Project Commission Meeting  
May 28, 2009 4:00 PM,  

Templeton Community Services District Offices 
by: Barbara Weymann and Dorothy Byles

Construction Status  

A Hydraulic oil leakage was found along the 
Intake portal pipe. It has been contained and 
fixed.  Installation of pipe is awaiting construction 
on the Camp Roberts site. Once it begins, it 
should be an easy installation. Pipe installation is 
progressing in the North River Road area and 
should be done soon. South River Road was 
opened to through traffic at the end of April. 
185,000 feet of pipe has been installed out of 
235,000 feet total. 

Technical Support Group Route Tour 

On April 9, 2009, representatives from 
Atascadero, Templeton, San Luis Obispo, State 
Dept of Pubic Health, and others joined 
Nacimiento Project team members on a route 
tour. It was very instructive for everyone. 

Status of Project Delivery Team Activities  

Right of way - There are still a few minor issues to 
clear up along the Rocky Canyon Road area. 

Design Activities – Black and Veatch continues to 
work with the construction manager for any 
requests for information. 

Environmental Permitting Activities – There is 
ongoing dialogue about the steelhead habitat 
problem and it has been decided to put a bridge 
over the area in question rather than dig a tunnel 
underneath. Archaeological work is still being 
done in the Camp Roberts area, but nothing has 
been found to delay the project. 
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Outside Agency Issues  

A Paso Robles proposed amendment to the 
Health and Safety Code is being sponsored by  
 

Assemblyman Blakeslee’s Assembly Bill 80. It has 
made its way through committee, now in the 
Assembly. The Water, Parks and Wildlife 
Committee passed it on March 24th. The Assembly 
Floor passed it on the consent calendar on April 2nd. 
The next step is that the bill will be heard in the Senate 
Environmental Quality Committee. 

The invasive mussel inspections report indicates 
no detection of any invasive mussel species. 
Arrangements for an elected officials meeting are 
underway to discuss the invasive mussel 
prevention and other points of coordination. 
Meacham and Romero will represent the 
Commission. Monterey County officials will be 
there too. 

Camp Roberts has yet to present a list of in-lieu 
services it wants in exchange for easements 
allowed on the property. If they don’t come 
through with such a list, the project will have to 
pay them $125,000. 

PG&E hasn’t yet started to provide capacity for 
the Intake Pump Station, but plan to have the 
electrical service for the Intake by Oct.1, 2009. 

Both the Lewis Pollard Family Trust and the 
California Men’s Colony continue to express 
interest in participation in the project. The CMC 
would like 400 acre-feet of allowance. Dialog with 
Santa Margarita Ranch is on hold. Heritage 
Ranch is asking for a potential tie in to the 
pipeline for emergency use during drought times 
when the lake is at low flow. At that point, they 
would not be able to pump the lake water into the 
river, from which they take it. They already have 
entitlement to the water. It is their sole source of 
water for their community of about 4200 people. A 
presentation was given about this problem. The 
Commission was sympathetic to their request, but 
wants more discussion about it. There are about 
6000 acre-feet to spare currently. 

Nacimiento Reservoir Status – Reservoir status 
as reported by the Monterey Water Resources 
Agency is 34-percent full, or 126,720 acre-feet as  

 

of May 20, 2009. The minimum draw level is 
22,300 acre-feet and the minimum pool is 10,000 
acre-feet. Beyond that, no water is available. 
Drought conditions are worrisome, but they still 
feel confident that there will be enough water to 
release without reaching the minimum pool. 
 

Schedule and Budget Issues  

They are on budget and ahead of the schedule 
with the project. They believe the project will be 
done by mid  

2010, ahead of schedule. They have spent $119 
million out of a budget of $176 million. They still 
have a contingency budget that hasn’t been 
tapped. 

The next meeting is scheduled for August 27, 
2009.

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SLO Democracy ---Then and Now 
TV production as remembered by Adele and 
passed through the hands of Sara, Trudy, and 
Jean 

It all started in 1998.  Ed Merrill was the general 
manager of Charter Cable and had run the 
LWVSLO Pro and Con broadcasts on the 
propositions before elections.  Then the FCC said 
every Cable Company had to allow Public Access 
on their channels: One channel to be allotted 
each for the public, education, and government, to 
be known as PEG access.  Mr. Merrill decided his 
“public” would start with the LWV.  He contacted 
Gwen Henry, the  LWVSLO President, and SLO 
Democracy was born. 

Gwen started with a committee of a few Leaguers. 
Bob Lane who had a TV background,  Shirley 
Bianchi, who was then a supervisor,  and Adele 
Stern. A request in the Voter for people interested 
in participating in an education show, funded with 
Ed Funds, resulted in Sara Horne and Ann 
Hampson answering the call.  The first idea was 
for Shirley to give tours and talk about 
Government. That was vetoed when it was 
brought up she would be running for office. 

Thus, Gwen chose Adele to become the host.  Ed 
showed her how to sit, (leaning toward the guest), 
how to keep hands still, (clutch a pen), and 
explained 60 -120 sec. is about all the time a 
viewer will pay attention, so we needed a question 
and answer format to change the face on screen. 

Ed Merrill felt a 30 minute show would work best.  
He put us on Channel 2, it would be the Public 
Access channel, and on occasion, #21, the county 
channel, will run a show that is appropriate for it. 
Bob Lane came up with the tag line we have used 
since the first show started in 1999. Good 
Government (should, could, would, may, might,) 
be the usual, not the unusual. 

At first the show was filmed in the studio of Pat 
Renshaw. That meant we didn’t need a full crew.  
When we switched to filming in Charter’s studio, 
we added Trudy Jarratt and Jean Hoffman as 
permanent crew. (Others helped for a short time) 
Chris Volbrecht came on board  for a few years. 
They had to take classes in order to run the  

 

 

machines. Trudy came up with the name SLO 
Democracy .  

 It was decided that the TV planning committee 
would include only those who worked on the 
program, all were Indians, no Chiefs.  Everyone 
had a job. A few years later Donna Damon was 
added to crew as was Janet Kourakis.  Janet is 
also Adele’s replacement as host.  We now have 
a second show, added in 2005  called  Public 
Issues, NOT An Education Fund show, hosted by 
Joan Rich to cover current items of LWV 
Advocacy. 

Our format is to have the committee work up 
questions, Adele sends them to the guest, who is 
then prepared to answer. We are educational not 
adversarial, we have no desire to “catch” anyone.  
The guests are invited by the committee. The 
criteria for subject material is LWV positions, and 
local groups who spend taxpayers money. 

We, the TV Committee, always worked with the 
approval of the  LWVSLO board. Many Board 
members have worked on the show. At first we 
obtained our own monies. Lately the County 
helped with funds for publicizing some shows. We 
still work with little money, mostly donations. 

Trudy was our first Film Editor, but with time she 
needed help, and we needed to find some other 
professional help.  First we were lucky enough to 
find a young man, Jeff, ( last name, to the best of 
our collective memory, is Zimmerman) and today 
we have Randy Allen.  (Climbing on ladders and 
fixing lights was beyond us. ) 

We have learned a lot over the years.  Ed, our 
mentor, said we should make the first show 
especially exciting. So we chose an upcoming 
school board recall election. That brought Julie 
Rodewald, the county clerk-recorder to our show 
for the first time.  She still holds the record for the 
most repeats. 

This first program was to be a two show format. 
The first, 30 minutes, split between Julie 
explaining a recall, and the proponents of the 
recall explaining their charges. The second show 
would be the three recallees answering the 
charges of their opponents. Taping the first show 
went well. BUT the second, a week later, did not.  
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The three board members came and refused to 
answer  the questions prepared by the 
committee.. They insisted on having 30 minutes to 
do and say what they wanted. One man became 
so aggressive I was delighted my husband was 
there to stand near me. Needless to say, they left, 
and we only ran the first show, without the 
proponents charges, but with more information on 
elections and on recalls. A dull show, but 
balanced as LWV always is. 

Today’s committee is Sara, Trudy, Donna, Janet 
and Adele.  Death took Ann, Jean moved to 
Oregon, and Chris left. 

Our shows have been running three times a week 
for 11 years now, almost 200 shows, and 

 League has enjoyed a prime position on public 
access television.  We taped twice a month, for 10 
months a year, for the first 6 years, then found if 
we taped once a month, but taped two shows, we 
were more efficient. When we take our twice a 
year break, we run what we call Evergreens; 
shows that are topical but not date specific, like 
the Fire Prevention one before fire season, air 
pollution, head start etc. 

Two of our past presidents, and committee 
members, Sara Horne and Trudy Jarratt were the 
incorporators and first co-chairs of SLO County 
Public Access Television Committee.  Public 
Television is believed to be the newest town 
square of ideas and opinions.  SLO Democracy 
has come a long way but times do change and we 
are approaching the end of a very productive era 
of educating and engaging citizens in issues and 
the political process.  

The format and frequency of the shows will be 
changing but we hope to still have a presence on 
public access television as long as it is available 
in our county. 

[Ed. Note:  After meeting with Charter to evaluate 
future productions, it was decided that SLO 
Democracy would not continue on a regular basis, 
but would present special productions, such as 
pros and cons on ballot measures or unusual 
happenings that concerned LWVSLO.  Sara  

Horne has decided to take a much deserved 
retirement from TV programming.]
